Course Outline: Aboriginal Beliefs, Values and Aspirations in Contemporary Society
Course Code: NBV 3C Credit Value: 1.0

Prerequisite: Grade 10 Canadian History or 10 Aboriginal Studies
Course Description:

This course focuses on the beliefs, values, and aspirations of Aboriginal peoples in Canada. Students will examine
worldviews of Aboriginal peoples and the political, economic, cultural, and social challenges facing individuals and
communities. Students will also learn how traditional and contemporary beliefs and values influence the aspirations
and actions of Aboriginal peoples.

Growing Success: Students will be assessed through a combination of conversation, observation, and product.
Success criteria, exemplars and ongoing descriptive feedback will be used to support student learning. Assessment
will be varied in nature, and administered over a period of time to provide multiple opportunities for students to
demonstrate the full range of their learning. The final grade should reflect the student’s most consistent level of
achievement, with special consideration given to more recent evidence. (Growing Success, 2010)
